Rev. Jerome is the half-time interim minister at the UU Con-
gregation, Eau Claire, Wisconsin. She was interim minister in 
Winnipeg in 2007-2008. 

 

Sunday April 26 — Rev. Stefan Jonasson 

Well-known to many members of LUF, Rev. Jonasson is a 
Unitarian Universalist minister, historian and organiza-
tional development consultant based in Winnipeg. 

Pastoral Care Workshop— Saturday, April 25 from 10 am. to 1 
pm. Rev. Jonasson will conduct this workshop, to help us en-
hance our program of spiritual and pastoral care.  
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Buying 129 S. Algoma was the catalyst we needed. Membership doubled, the RE program expanded, community 

groups used the building for meetings and events. Soon activity was outpacing the ability of volunteers to do the 

work. In 1986 our first employee was the R.E. director and a part time secretary. Growth continued, and with the help 

of Western District consultant, Rev. Jack Loadman of Calgary, and later Rev. Stefan Jonasson, the membership con-

sidered ministerial leadership. 

Rev. Meg Whittiker-Green was our Minister-on-Loan (Feb. 17 to Mar 26, 1987). From Sept. 1990, Jane Bramadat 

spent half of each month with us and returned to her family in Winnipeg for the rest of the month. She left us in July 

1991, to become minister of the London Unitarian Fellowship,  Heather Lynn Hansen came to LUF as a ministerial 

intern (Jan. - Aug. 1993) with Rev. Karen Gustafson as her supervisor. 

By November 1993, we were using all the space of the former apartment for R.E. and office purposes. Even with an 

R.E. Director, and a Clerk of the Fellowship, as well as many volunteers, we were again at a crossroads.  After seri-

ous consideration of the options available, in 1995 members opted for extension ministry, and welcomed Rev. Louise 

Ulrich in September 1996. This move was financially premature and ended in the second year of the three year pro-

gram. 

In March 2003, with 98 members and 180 names on the mailing list LUF was still operating with a Clerk of the Fel-

lowship, an R.E. Director and a paid Summer Services Coordinator (8 services). Average Sunday Service attendance 

was 65 to 70.  Finding additional space dominated discussions during the summer and autumn of 2003.  The Red-

wood Alliance church on Edward St. was on the market and an LUF committee worked to build enthusiasm for this 

purchase. The Rev. Karen Gustafson came not only as a visiting minister but also as an advisor for the Redwood 

committee.  She led one Sunday Service at Redwood.  Finally, at an emotion filled meeting, the congregation voted 

down the Redwood purchase.  No new building! 

Church life continued through this exciting time and afterwards, with its usual activities - chalice circles -  meditation 

group - men’s group - twice yearly Adopt-A-Highway clean up - the empty bowls project - a shelter house meal 

every 2 months - fund raisers and fun activities.  When possible we invited visiting ministers for Sunday Services, 

but there were bruised feelings about the failure to buy Redwood. 

At the beginning of 2005 we started again, with focus group meetings about capital funding for a building.  Ministry 

became a reality thanks to Rev. Gustafson who mentioned to Julie Stoneberg, from Minnesota, that LUF might be the 

kind of congregation she was seeking as a newly graduated but not yet ordained minister. 

Under Julie’s two year leadership as a part time minister [Aug. 2005 - June 2007], the board and congregation recov-

ered its enthusiasm for planning for the future.  The Way Forward Task Force researched the situation and recom-

mended a path to follow to keep the two goals of a new building and a minister in active consideration.   

By the time newly ordained Rev. Stoneberg moved on to ministry in Peterborough, the LUF board introduced a plan 

for ministry at the annual financial meeting in January, 2007.  A ministerial search committee chose the Rev. Rick 

Koyle as interim minister [Oct. 07 - Aug. 08].  Rev. Koyle and the board members worked with guidelines for in-

terim ministry, but it was apparent that LUF was not yet ready for full time ministerial leadership. 

LUF is putting most of its energy into hosting the Canadian Unitarian Council ACM, May 15-19, 2009 but will start 

planning for the future in the Fall of 2009.

Assessment of Congregational Health and Needs — A congregational meeting on April 5 will be asked to ap-
prove the expense of hiring Mike chamberlain, a local consultant, to conduct an Assessment of Congregational 
Health and Needs. The assessment will use Kennon Callahan’s  “12 Keys to an Effective Church” as the basis for 
conducting this diagnostic approach to determining the health of our congregation.  Using online and print surveys 
as well as facilitated focus groups, the assessment will be a valuable tool that can engage the whole of the congre-
gation in achieving a common level of understanding of the state of our health.  With that awareness, we are confi-
dent that we will be in a better position to move ahead, to more clearly see where we need to focus our priorities 
and to affirm and, where appropriate, amend our long range plan. With the results of this review in hand, we hope 
we can move on with a plan, amended where appropriate, and with a common understanding of who we are and 

where we’re heading. 

Answering The Call — As the CUC Annual Conference and Meeting draws closer, we need to come together as a 
congregation and plan to put on a first rate Annual conference and Meeting. There are many ways to become in-
volved.

SCHEDULE OF EVENTS FOR APRIL 2009 AT LUF 
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 The poster advertising the workshop model which is advocated  by the CUC carries the headline" "Who are 
we?" and continues with a quote by Tom Harpur who wrote in his article in the STAR that "Unitarians have the 
unique opportunity to fill the growing spiritual vacuum."  But Harpur said more, and here follows the rest: there are 
hundreds of thousands Canadians  currently looking for a spiritual home... they want in the midst of all the other 
good things you have to offer, a truly living experience of God. They want meaning now and a future hope". 
 When we raise the question, "Who are we?" we imply that there are some questions to raise. In spite of the 
"unique opportunity" for UUism, we are not growing. Our statistics and those who come from the UUA make it clear 
that in spite of the recognized search "by hundreds of thousands looking for a spiritual home", our congregations 
have not reflected any influx of the seekers. 
 The question" Who are we?" is therefore an important one since it may help us address  a series of related 
concerns.  Why aren't we growing? What are the barriers, the hindrances which may keep people outside our doors? 
 I wonder if we can find part of the answer in what Harpur places in the second part of his statement. Our 
"unique positioning" has a qualifier when he writes that we must be open and able to provide a living experience of 
God and a sense of meaning now and future hope. And there is the rub. 
 Of all religious movements which continue to influence the lives of many, Christianity is in our corner the 
most subject . We can introduce Wicca, Buddhist or Humanist teachings without a question, when the word g-o-d is 
used, we  note immediate reactions. A virulent allergy triggered by misconceptions based on literal interpretations of 
the bible. It is interesting how we can become rabid liberal fundamentalists, closing ourselves off from a world out 
there which has been changing. We like to quote John Shelbey Spong and call him a closet Unitarian but again stop 
quoting him when it comes to the God question. 
 People have asked me for my elevator speech. I propose that " UUism is a religious society made up of people 
from various backgrounds and traditions in search of meaning of life and have found each other on the common jour-
ney, exchanging and receiving gifts on the way, respecting the differences of our journey's goal.".  
 The visual expression might be a Doughnut. You know the bun with the hole in the centre. We know the 
doughnut as a delectable snack but give little if any attention to the centre. I perceive our UU community as some-
thing similar. We like the shape, we enjoy the fellowship but ignore the centre, that which gives meaning to the enter-
prise. It is at the centre that we bring the most important ingredients of a congregation, our deepest questions, desires, 
pain and joy, the heart of our spiritual search in the manifestation of a religious body without creed or stated belief 
system. 
 We have to recognize the importance of the centre. It is the place where the real stuff happens, where our 
deepest questions are heard and search for that which gives life meaning becomes acknowledged. 
 In the story which was shared during the recent "Sharing Our Faith" Sunday service, we heard of the Quails 
which could only escape the hunter through cooperation. The unfortunate ending of the story however suggested ex-
clusivism, retracting to the deeper woods living in the cocoon of safety.  This does not describe the purpose of the reli-
gious community. Wonderful biblical illustrations could be used to counteract our desire for exclusivism, encouraging 
engagement with the society, living in the midst of the pain and pleasure, the challenges and the sordidness of our sur-
roundings. It is there that we are called to live our vision and find our mission. 
 We claim ourselves to be a liberal, open, religious movement and indeed we have much to offer. The readiness 
to question, to be open to new ideas, to seek justice and live with respect in creation are all wonderful elements. What 
we fail to do is to reach out to the many outstretched hands waiting to be grasped in a common pursuit of justice and 
search for a new society in which our Principles become more that statements to which lipservice is offered. We need 
to recognize and  join allies in the common cause for justice and peace. 
  We need to find place in our silences for the mystery which surrounds us all and which is being experienced 
in different ways and be given different names. Only when we can find place in our centre for the holy, the sacred The 
Other, will we be able to meet the invitation and challenge which was placed before us when Harpur wrote his lines.  
Let  it be so.
