There was a transformation to LUF’s front garden in the early weeks of October: the cedar closest to the stairs was removed, the soil 
dug and enriched, and new shrubs and our perennials planted and mulched with chips. Hats off to Wayne Hill, Mark Blaauw, 
Melody Allaire, and Mark Nadir for the labour, and to Heidi Wahl and Murray Norman for procuring some wonderful manure.  
Louise Nadeau, who had known and admired Peggy Tripp from the Master Gardeners group, generously worked with Melody 
Allaire and myself to develop a plan that would be in harmony with Peggy’s ideals and aesthetics. There is a rough drawing on the 
chart stand in the NW corner of the sanctuary which details the design. I was able to purchase five shrubs at discount this fall, and 
have begun to receive donations to cover the costs. We will have a list of donors on the Green Sanctuary bulletin board to recognize 
these donations.There are still some shrubs that could be adopted, and in the spring, more to be purchased. Please consider signing 
your name opposite one of those on the “Wish List”. Many thanks to Heather Morrison, Jill Bolt, and Wayne Hill for their 
donations!  
 
 Some of you have asked for more explanation about the area in the centre labelled “Mystery Object”. Louise had suggested that we 
might use a “found” object such as an enigmatic old chair, which could support a potted plant and serve as the focus of the garden. 
One of our members suggested a bird feeder or birdbath. Those of you who have gone on garden tours will perhaps have some ideas. 
We are asking for suggestions/donations that might remind us of Peggy. We will be creating a plaque that will be attached to this 
installation. At present, I have reserved this space with a circular arrangement of stones.  
 
We are planning on creating a path to access the hose in the NE corner behind the remaining cedar. If anyone has experience with 
flagstones or concrete stepping stones, we would appreciate hearing from you.A quick explanation to any of you gardeners who may 
be alarmed at the Dwarf Burning Bush that is in the wrong spot according to the plan: we were able to purchase it at the fall sale, 
and since one was intended for the second stage of the garden, I decided to plant it this fall in a space that will be replanted in the 
spring with a smaller pair of shrubs. Then we will make a new area for the Burning Bush closer to Superior Motors. 
 
As you can see, I am very excited about these developments, and look forward to seeing this garden grow into a little patch of low-
maintenance loveliness that would make Peggy proud of LUF’s attempts to come closer to the “Green Sanctuary” designation.

The December Climate Conference in Copenhagen will be discussing food production and security.  One debate will cen-
ter around the type of Green Revolution promoted by many, including Bill Gate’s AGRA foundation, that wants to solve 
the African food crisis by using western technical solutions.  The first Green Revolution in Asia, in the 1960s - ‘70s, in-
creased productivity and yields in some crops, but caused tremendous damage to biodiversity and soil fertility. 
Mamadou Goïta, a farm movement leader from Mali, was one of the few at the Salzburg Global Seminar conference, To-
ward a Green Revolution in Africa, to express concerns about the potential impact of the commercial approach on African 
farms. He was critical of the fact that African families and farmers, who have solutions and on-the-ground experience, are 
being left out of this process. 
The first Green Revolution brought a flood of experts, seeds, and inputs from outside. Farmers lost control of their seeds 
and the ability to make their own choices about what they grow. Goita questions the need to import solutions, saying, 
“There have been many solutions proposed for Africans, but we have a richness and diversity of solutions ourselves.”  
USC supports farm initiatives in Mali and many other countries.   
This USC message reminds me of an article in the UU World in the 1980s about deforestation in Nepal.  This Asian coun-
try, one of the recipients of the first Green Revolution. found that with increased food and the resulting population in-
crease, there was need for more wood to fuel cooking fires.  This led to  an increase in soil erosion on the hillsides,  Many 
of you will remember Rob Farmer, a LUF member and Professor of Forestry at LU who visited Nepal as part of LU’s co-
operative work with Nepal foresters.   
What is happening in Canada?  A recent poll done by USC and Nanos research showed that seven out of ten Canadian 
farmers want more influence on the food system.  How aware are you of the way our food is produced?   Support USC 
and receive the newsletters and e-mails.

NuuMooN & Daughters of the Goddess per Trudi J. Jones 
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Three New Principles  submitted by Ken Morrison 

I have proposed that we give serious consideration to adding three new Principles to our existing seven.  Basically they 
are needed since the current first six Principles are not adequate to meet the challenges of the post Industrial Revolution 
world.   
 
1. Human Responsibility.  A general commitment to the concept that humans and humans alone are responsible for what 
goes on on this planet within the boundaries set by Nature and our Cultural Heritage.  For the individual it means at least 
taking his/her fair share of responsibility if things go wrong, or if positive action is needed.  For groups and governments 
it means they not only  take responsibility to do the right thing, but also to take responsibility for errors or criminal ac-
tivities within their jurisdictions. 
 
2,  Truth and Lying.  UUs believe that at a group level public lying is not to be tolerated.  We recognize that in some 
situations untruths are required to protect state and corporate secrets, but this privilege is not to be abused.  At the per-
sonal level we recognize that the little white lie can be socially desirable, but lying which causes distress and hardship 
for others is not acceptable. 
 

3.  The denomination has long promoted toleration of honestly held  different views, of different life styles, and different 
cultures. What is not tolerable is lying outside the boundaries outlined in #2, and the use of force in situations where ne-
gotiations have the potential of being successful.
